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WAYNE TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION 
MEETING MINUTES FOR MAY 10, 2011
The Wayne Township Planning Commission held their regular monthly meeting on May 10, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the Wayne Township Building. Members Present: Miles Houseknecht, Rodney Shemory, Susan Johnson, Anthony Fasano, Mitchell Christensen, and Charles Harter. Also in attendance: John Noltee, Gary Myers, Marjorie Kibbler, Matthew Guerriero, Randy McCloskey and Zoning Officer Gary Smith 
Anthony Fasano made a motion to approve the April 12, 2011 minutes as presented; the motion was seconded by Rodney Shemory and was unanimously approved.

New Business:

Marjori Kibler presented subdivision plans for property the Kiblers are purchasing from Matthew Guerriero and both parcels will be added onto their current property.  The parcels being purchased are; (1) .875 acres and (1a) .726 acres.  The subdivision plans include a sewage disclaimer which is the equivalent of a non-building waiver and the plans were reviewed and approved by the Clinton County Planning Commission.

Mrs. Kibler noted that there will be a correction made to the subdivision plans in the ownership block as it currently shows Michael M. Guerriero as the owner of the property rather than Matthew M. Guerriero.

Susan Johnson made a motion to approve the plans on the condition that the name is corrected in the ownership block on the plans, seconded by Tony Fasano, the subdivision plans were unanimously approved.

Randy McCloskey presented subdivision plans for property creating three lots with the residual lot containing 18.76 acres.  There are no structures on the land except for the remains of an old log cabin and there are no sewage facilities on any of the lots.

Chuck Harter noted that a cul-de-sac must be shown on the drawing as the zoning requires a cul-de-sac when the right of way is over 100 feet long.

After review of the plans, the Planning Commission requested corrections/changes be made to the plans by the Surveyor and that they be re-submitted at a later date.
Old Business:

Rod Shemory asked if Zoning Officer Smith had gotten any information from the Pennsylvania Manufacturing Housing Association with regard to mobile home restrictions.

Chairman Houseknecht said it was his understanding Jim Maguire was going to obtain that information and he is not present for tonight’s meeting.

Chairman Houseknecht said he asked Zoning Officer Smith if he had any information from the Pennsylvania Manufacturing Association and  Officer Smith has tried to contact both the PMA and Tim Holladay of the Clinton County Planning Commission but his phone calls have not been returned.

Gary Myers asked the Planning Commission to consider adopting an ordinance banning the use of “Jake Brakes” within the township.

Chuck Harter explained that the Planning Commission and Supervisors have previously discussed banning Jake Brakes but found it would be a liability issue for the township and would open up the township to civil suits in the event of an accident.
Mr. Myers continued to complain about Russel Johnson using Jake brakes in front of his home and in front of the Shemory home along Shoemaker Road because they have been making complaints about Mr. Johnson to the township.  

Further discussion was held with no action being required by the Planning Commission.

Zoning Officer Smith updated the Planning Commission on the status on the LTM7 subdivision which had previously been presented to the Planning Commission by Jeff Kreger.  The subdivision has been conditionally approved by the Township and Jeff Kreger is researching the width of the right of way for Fritz Road.
A discussion was held regarding the location of the new building on Fritz Road and whether what was presented by the developer as to the location of the building to the Zoning Hearing Board was the same as what was presented to the Planning Commission.

Chairman Houseknecht said he heard the last lot in the Nonemaker Subdivision was sold and it was his understanding that the road in that development was to be paved when the last lot was sold.

A discussion was held regarding the conditional approval given for the Nonemaker Subdivision.

Zoning Officer Smith reported the Zoning Hearing for a variance for Nutek Industries to construct two silos which exceed the height requirements of the township’s zoning ordinance has been scheduled for May 18, 2011 by the Zoning Hearing Board.  

Zoning Officer Smith reported that Greg Eshelman of Quaker Hill Development owner of the former Daubert property leases the property out for crop farming and dairy farming approached him about leasing the house, outbuildings and four acres of land to Keith Regan of Midway Oil Company who planned on doing pipe fabrication on the property.  Mr. Smith said he advised Mr. Eshelman that pipe fabrication would be considered a commercial use and was not permitted in the Agricultural Zoning District.  Accordingly, the Zoning Officer denied the permit application but he does not know if Mr. Eshelman will appeal his decision.
There being no additional business, Susan Johnson made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Rodney Shemory, the motion passed unanimously and the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
